Hence, every event has been celebrated 

fruitfully, and students get ample amount of correct information about all the events and learn to respect 

and carry forward the best practices in our tradition and culture. The following are the major events 

celebrated in this period.   

Independence Day:  As independence is a happiest day for every Indian, every year the institute 

celebrates Independence Day with fervour on 15th August.
