What is SSB?

SSB is a six days interview,
conducted to find out the suitability of a
candidate for the armed forces of India. This
interview comprises of a number of tests
which are designed such that they check
the OLQ's (i.e., Officer like qualities) of a
candidate. In this they are in search of right
fit if not the best fit (NOT Superman).

There are two types of entry's

1) Direct Entry : In this mode you don't
have to give any written tests to get a
call letter for SSB. There is a cutoff
percentage decided by the concerned
authority & candidates who have higher
percentage (In Acedemics) are called
for SSB. Ex: Entries of Navy, TGC
Army, SSC-Tech Army, TEC (Technical
Entry Scheme) etc.

2) Indirect Entry : In this mode you need
to pass a written examination. The
cutoff for the score in the examination
is decided & the candidates scoring
above cutoff are called for SSB. Ex:
Entries are AFCAT, COSE & NDA

Electronics, branch of physics and
electronical engineering that deals with the
emission, behaviour and effects of electrons
and with electronic devices.

Electronics encompasses an
exceptionally broad range of technology. The
term originally was applied to the study of
electron behavour and movement particularly
as observed in the first electron tubes. It came
to be used in its broader sense with advances
in knowledge about the fundamental nature
of electrons and about the way in which the
motion of these particles could be utilized.
Today, many scientific and disciplines deal
with different aspects of electronics.
Research in these fields has led to the
development of key devices such as
transistors, integrated circuit, lasers and
optical fibres. These in turn have made it
possible to manufacture a wide array of
electronic consumer, industrial and military
products. Indeed, it can be said that the
world is in the midst of an electronic revolution
at least as significant as the industrial
revolution of the 19th century. This article
reviews the histrorical development of
electronics, highlighting major discoveries
and advances. It also describes some key
electronic functions and the manner in which
various devices carry out these functions.

The History of Electronics

Theoretical and experimental studies
of electricity during the 18th and 19th
centuries led to the development of the first

electrical machines and the beginning of the
widespread use of electricity.

The history of electronics began to
evolve separately from that of electricity later
in the 19th century with the identification of
the electron by the English Physicist Sir
Joseph John Thomson and the measurement
of its electric charge by the American
physicist Robert A. Millikan in 1909.

At the time of Thomson's work, the
American inventor Thomas A. Edison had
oberved a bluish glow in some of his early
light bulbs under certain conditions and found
that a current would flow through one
electrode in the lamp to another if the second
one (anode) were made positively charged
with respect to the first (cathode). Work by
Thomson and his students and by the English
engineer John Ambrose Fleming revealed that
this so-called Edison Effect was the result
of the emission of electrons from the cathode,
the hot filament in the lamp. The motion of
the elecrons to the anode, a metal plate,
constituted an electric current that would not
existed if the anode was negatively charged.

Electronics is a complex subject
governed by a great many pricniples and
intertwined relationships. However, when it
is broken down to its basics, there are
several simple relationships and devices that
govern the behaviour of most electronic
devices.
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Not only the humans but the system
we adopted evolved too. Education system
plays a crucial role in overall development
of a country, which may be related to
Economical, Political etc. Since man
strarted gaining knowledge he started
teaching the people around him. It started
by gurukula system and now has reached
the modern era where we the student
community are being taught online, an
evolution from shade of a tree to a four
walled classes & now online.

Inspired
by both Anandibai's desire to study
medicine, and Gopalrao's support for his
wife, he wrote a letter to them offering
Anandibai accommodation in America.

Then Gopalrao sent Anandi to
America. Despite her poor health for this
decision orthodox hindu society censured
her very strongly. Anyway by facing all these,
she persued Medical degree and returned
to India. When she returned from America
she was infected by T.B. by which she died
early before turning 22. Yet she is recognised
as the first women doctor in India.

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Gravitational waves also called
gravity waves and gravitational radiation is
nothing but the transmission of variations
in the gravitational field as waves.
According to general relativity, the
curvature of spacetime is determined by
the distribution of masses, while the motion
of masses is determined by the curvature.
In consequence, variations of the
gravitational field are transmitted from place
to place as waves, just as variations of an
electromagnetic field travel as waves. If the
masses that are the source of a field
change with time, they radiate energy as
waves of curvature of the field. Gravitational
waves were first directly detected by the
laser Interferameter Gravitational -Wave
observatory (LIGO) in 2015.

Theory and sources

Superficially, there are many
similarities between gravity and electro-
magnetism. For example, Newton's law for
the gravitational force between two point
masses and coulomb's law for the electric
force between two point charges indicate
that both forces vary as the inverse square
of the separation distance. Yet in scottish
physicist James Clerk Maxwell's theroy for
electromagnetism, accelerated charges
emit signals (electromagnetic radiation)
that travel at the speed of light, whereas
in Newton's theory of gravitation
accelerated masses transmit information

(action at a distance) that travels at infinite
speed. This dichotomy is repaired by
Einstein's theroy of gravitation, wherein
acclerated masses also produce signals
(gravitional waves) that travel only at the
speed of light. And, just as electromagnetic
waves can make their presence known by
the pushing to and fro of electrically
charged bodies, so too can gravitational
waves be detected by the gugging to and
fro of massive bodies. However, because
the coupling of electromagnetic forces to
charges, the generation and detection of
gravitational radiaiton are much more
difficult than those of electromagnetic
radiation. Indeed, it was nearly 100 years
after Einstein's discovery of general
relativity in 1916 that there was a direct
detection of gravitaional waves.

Nevertheless, there were strong
grounds for believing that such radiation
existed. The most convincing concerned
the radio-timing observations of a pulsar,
PSR 1913+16, located in a binary star
system with an orbital period of 7.75 hours.
This object, discovered in 1974, has a
pulse period of about 59 milliseconds that
varies by about one partin 1,000 every 7.75
hours. Interpreted as Doppler shifts, these
variations imply orbital velocities on the
order of 1/1,000 the speed of the velocity
curve with time allos a deduction that the
orbit is quite noncircular (indeed, it is an
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ellipse of eccentricity 0.62 whose long axis
processes in space by 4.2° per year). The
system if composed of two neutron stars,
each having a mass of about 1.4 solar
masses, with a semimajor axis separation
of only 2.8 solar radii. According to
Einstein's theory of general relativity, such
a system ought to be losing orbital energy
through the radiation of gravitational waves
at a rate that would cause them to spiral
together on a timescale of about 3 x 108
years. The observed decrease in the orbital
period in the years since the discovery of
the binary pulsar does indeed indicate that
the two starts are spiraling towards one
another at exactly the predicted rate.
Gravitational radiation is the only known
means by which that could happen.

The implosion of the care of a
massive star to form a neutron star prior
to a supernova explosion, if it takes place
in a nonspherically symmetric way, ought
to provide a powerful burst of gravitational
radiation. Simple estrimates yield the
release of a fraction of the mass-energy
deficit, roughly 10% ergs, with the radiation
primarily coming out at wave periods

gravitationnelle
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between the vibrational period of the
neutron star, opproximnately 0.3
millisecond, and the gravitational radiation
damping time, about 300 milliseconds.

Detectors and observations

Three types of detectors have been
designed to look for gravitational radiation,
which is very weak.

1. The changes of curvature of space-
time would correspond to a dilation in one
direction and a contraction at right angles
to that direction. One scheme, first tried
out about 1960, employed a massive
cylinder that might be set in mechanical
oscillation by gravitational signal. The
outhars of this apparatus argued that
signals had been detected, but their claim
was not substantiated.

2. ELISA (Evolved
Interferometer space Antenna)

Laser

The second scheme, the Evolved
Laser Interferometer space Antenna
(eLISA), is planned that uses three
separate, but not independent, interfero-
meters installed in three space craft
located at corners of a triangle with sides

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of some 5 million km (3 million miles). A
mission to test the technology for ELISA,
LISA pathfinder, was launched in 2015.

3. LIGO (Laser Interferometer
Gravitational - wave observatory)

In a third scheme an optical
interferometer is set up with freely
suspended reflectors at the ends of long
paths that are at right angles to each other.
Shifts of interference fringes corresponding
to an increase in length of one arm and a
decrease in the other would indicate the
passage of gravitational waves. One such

interferometer is the Laser-Interferometer
Gravitational wave observatory (LIGO),
which consists of two interferometers with
arm lengths of 4 km (2 miles), one in
Hanford, Washington and the other in
Livingston, Lousiana. LIGO was the first
obervatory to directly detect gravitational
waves. On September 14, 2015, it observed
two black holes 1.3 billion light-years
away, which were 36 and 29 times the
mass ofthe Sun, spiralling inward to form
a new black hole of 62 solar masses. The
remaining three solar masses were
converted into gravitational waves.

When teachers are preparing to teach
science online they need to be reflective and
understand that they can't take their
traditional classroom with students sitting in
front of them and replicate that .

Only classes which mainly affected the
science students because the main way of
understanding the concept is only by
practicals it's an interesting method of a
making students to understand and through
which experiments based on tissues, cells,
titration, pendulum etc. which show the
students how science is present in our daily
life.

But by online classes we are unable
to make practicals. There may be some
videos on demonstration based on the topic
but students lack the instruments For
example for the titration against NaCl vs HCI
they need a diluted HCI, burette etc. which
are not available for the students in their
homes and these are the topics which cannot
be explained by theorotical aspects. The
required demonstrations and it is perfectly
understood by the students when they do the
experiments means by their own hands in
the laboratory and not only the chemistry
even the botany and the zoology also requires
some of the instruments for the experiments.

There is no chance of going to college
and perform the practicals, due to this
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pandemic. So the teachers has to enter the
lab with the safety measures and
demonstrate the experiments or by sharing
the animated videos on related topics which
may not be understood completely but they
have to understand just by imagination. The
main problem for the students, who were poor
do not have smart phone and a poor net
connection in arural areas. Even they have
been facing personal & other problems of
family situations etc. which made them to
be away from the online classes.

In the process of learning science,
throught online, students have many
questions for which they cannot get proper
answers and also cannot satisfy their doubts.

For some of the problems the solution
as | would like to suggest is to improve the
technology of online classes’ there are many
competitive course which are held daily in
online which has a perfection in audio and
video.

Training must be given to the teachers
about the electronic gadgets which may help
them to solve their problem of online classes
since for online teaching they have to prepare
the animation’s video by using the Chrome
on related this syllabus which may help for
the students who can’t attend the class
regularly and even share a proper notes which
can be understood easily by the students.

During time of the pandemic, students
have been using their free time by using their
mobile phone for watching TV or playing
games etc. If they don't understand the online
classes due to the poor internet connection
& hence they used to neglect the studies
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and start using the phones and wasting the
time in chatting in the whatsapp, watching
movies or playing games by giving the
reasons to their parents of online classes.
So it's also the duty of the teachers to
encourage the students to learn or try to
interact with them so they get interest and
attend the same classes even next time
because online class which was full on the
first day have been decreasing the number
of students day by day in the online classes.
It's the duty of teachers and students not to
get distracted and use their precious time.

Another solution for this online class
is getting the feedback of every class the
students which helps the teachers to improve
in the online classes and bring some new
ideas which make the students to develop
interest and curiosity to learn .

Teachers has to record the meeting
and send this to the students so that they
can listen when they have a time or a doubt
or a revision whenever or wherever ,they are
free it is also a best solution for the students
who have missed the classes on the proper
schedule due to some problems.

Last but not the least it's a boon or a
curse but it's necessary for all of us to care
ourself and for want to continue our learning
so we have to balance both it's a new way of
western education also to be safe and learn
easily.

Guest Speaker: Dr. T. Ramasami

Dr Thirumalachari Ramasami, Former Secretary in the Ministry of Science and
Technology, Government of India is currently Nayudamma-Abdul Wahid Chair Professor
at the Anna University in Chennai. He served as Secretary to Government of India for
about 8 years during 2006-14 and as Director, Central Leather Research Institute of
CSIR during 1996-2006 and as member of ABEO in the Organization for Prohibition of
Chemical Weapons in The Hague during 2016-19. He is known for his significant
contributions to the chemistry of chromium as a scientist and leadership to the Indian
leather and science sectors as a technologist and civil servant. He has won more than
60 awards including Shanthi Swarup Bhatnagar Prize for chemical sciences in 1993,
National civilian honours Padma Sri in 2001 and Padma Bhushan in 2014. He has
published more than 237 publications in peer reviewed journals and filed more than 40
patents. All 12 process know-hows and several of his patents developed by his teams
are in commercial exploitation. He has recently brought out a monograph in collaboration
with renowned Mridangam Artiste; Dr Umayalpuram K Sivaraman titled "Musical
Excellence of Mridangam" published by Academic Foundation.

A talk on Science for Humanity on the occasion of National Science day- 26th
February 2021:

Ancient Indian civilization was built on the foundation of " Vigyan" which connotes
"special wisdom". Upanishad vowed Pranamaya, Annamaya, Vigyanamaya,
Anandamaya. Vigyan was seen as a route to bliss. Post Newton era, modern science
developed world over and industrial revolution ushered applications science for economic
well-being. Research and Development could deliver public, strategic, private and social
goods. In modern world business returns from scientific research have started playing
critical roles.

Corona virus pandemic has demonstrated the unanticipated consequences of
globalizing trade and economy. There appears a direct correlation between COVID
fatalities and Gross Domestic Products of nation states. Need for revisit of research
and development for competitive advantages in the market place and private good is
underscored by the COVID pandemic. Gandhi spoke for moral values and defined seven
social sins which included Science without Humanity.

19™ & 20™ JANUARY 2021 (FOR UG SCIENCE STUDENTS)

Karnatak Science College, Dharwad, conducted Two Day State Level Online Students seminar
competition as IQAC intiative and in association with Student Welfare Office of the College. This seminar
competition was organized only for UG degree students studying in science stream. This program was
held on 19th & 20th January 2021. Following two themes were selected for seminar competition.
