He has framed the syllabus in accordance to the various
National Examinations syllabus which is an advantage for the students.

The following are the outcomes on discussion.

A project in the eighth semester could be taken up by collaboration with other
laboratories. So that students known more technology, instrumentation and increase
their research skills. This cleared the doubt of teachers to whether the infrastructure of
the college will support projects for the students on the eighth semester.
